Dear Mr. Portinari:


Thank you for your cable about sending Mrs. Hochschild’s painting by Air Express. By this time you must have received our cable authorizing you to remove the frame. Will you please let us know when it was sent or when it will be sent so that we can notify our insurance company.


In order to avoid paying duty on this painting when it is cleared through our Customs, it will be necessary for you to send us a Consular Invoice showing a value of $600.00 and a Certificate of Originality signed by you or your shipper and certified by the United States Consul in Rio. Will you be kind enough to ask your shipper to be sure that papaers are sent to us.


As I wrote you before, the Museum will pay all expenses connected with this shipment.


Miss Courter, Director of our Circulating Exhibitions, wrote several letters to you regarding the return of your eleven drawings. Fearing that her letters had not reached you, she wrote to the Brazilian Embassy. At Madame Portinari’s suggestion, we have been in touch with Maria Sermolino who has agreed to keep the drawings for you until they can be sent safely to Brazil. We will therefore deliver them to her within a few days.

We appreciate very much your generosity in allowing us to include these drawings in our Circulating exhibition.


Mrs. Hochschild is looking forward to receiving her painting. We greatly appreciate your cooperation in arranging for the packing and transportation.
