Dear Sir:

Mr. Pierre van Paassen has referred to me your letter for reply.

I think some correspondence must have been lost in the mail.

We are very happy that you have accepted our invitation to join our Committee.

Under separate cover we are mailing you some material describing the activities of our Committee in the last few months.

You will learn of our campaign to get the United Nations to act in stopping the Nazi massacre of the Jews of Europe. The creation of a Jewish Army is one of the actions that should be undertaken immediately in that direction. Our first demand, however, is that a United Nations Agency composed of diplomatic and military experts, which should have full authority to define and effectuate a realistic and stern policy of action to save the remaining Jewish people of Europe. It is this agency that will have decide on the issue of a Jewish Army.
The signers of the Proclamation on the Moral Rights of the Stateless and Palestinian Jews have called a conference which will be held in New York on July 20th. This Emergency Conference to Save the Jews of Europe will have as its first task to prove that it is not true that nothing can be done to save the European  Jews and to demand the formation of the above-mentioned United Nations Agency.

I should be very glad to hear from you further after you have had the opportunity to study our material. We feel that a lot can be done in your country which has so gallantly entered the war. We believe that the voice of Brazil should be raised, too, in demanding concerted action by the United Nations toward stopping the European horror.
