Dear Mr. Portinari,


I am exceedingly sorry that the contract that I sent you and that I thought we had agreed on when I was in Rio is not according to your understanding and wishes. I sent you the contract on September 23rd and thought, of course that this was exactly according to our arrangements. In view of the fact that you need more time and higher terms, I have had to discuss it again with our Juvenile Department. Mrs. Bragdon, who is at the head of it, feels with conditions as they are now (with the difficulty of presswork and printing, procuring paper, etc.) that is would be impossible for us to wait as long as you suggest to get the completed material from you. Production is increasingly hard now, as you can readily understand. I regret enormously to have to cancel the whole plan and ask you to please send me back the contract as is, unless you feel that you can abide by the original terms. You know, of course, how much I like the idea of the book and wanted you to do it and I shall regret it exceedingly if we must drop the plan.

I am much interested in what goes on in Brazil and get letters from time to time from our friends there. I shall look forward now to hearing from you with great eagerness. With my very kind regards and good wishes, I am,
