Dear Senor Olympio


I have had a very pleasant chat with Candido Portinari. He thinks very highly of you indeed, and expressed pleasure over the prospect that the might illustrate a book which you would print for The Limited Editions Club. I am therefore sending this letter, to re-open the correspondence which has existed between us upon this subject.


After a great deal of discussion with many authorities, I have decided that we would like to ask you to produce a new edition, in English, of The True History of Hans Staden. I know you can obtain copies of this fine book in Portuguese and Spanish; but I exists in a splendid English translation, which I will send to you.


When Senor Portinari was in my office, he expressed a liking for a certain kind of format. I therefore think it wise, for me to make up a macquette, which will show you the suggested format and a suggested arrangement of the type pages. I hope, within a couple of weeks, to be able to send you the English text and a complete macquette.


I beg you to discuss this venture with Senor Portinari when he arrives in Rio. He tells me that he will make trial of several differing methods for doing the illustrations. He spoke of making lithographs. He also spoke of making monotypes which would be reproduced by lithographs and then colored by hand.

After you receive the text and the macquette from me, I hope you will settle the question of illustrations with Senor Portinari and then make up a final macquette to send me. In this macquette, I hope you will show the paper which you are able to obtain, the kind of type you can use, the placing of the pictures and the kind of binding.


Where the problem of paper is concerned, it is possible that we can be of help. Senor Portinari said that he thought you might have some difficulty in obtaining a fine quality of paper. I there fore tell you we could either supply you with the paper, or supply you with the material from which you could have the paper made.


We have previously had some difficulty about the financing of this venture, since you felt that you should have a payment in advance. I now make this suggestion, which I believe you will find reasonable; that we arrange for out our bank to supply you with an irrevocable letter of credit, which can be paid to you as soon as you have shipped the books. Since your bank will have this letter of credit on deposit, you will be in position to draw against it, and to obtain the final payment as soon as you have satisfied your bank of the fact that you have shipped the book to us. This is a system which we have found helpful frequently before.


It will hope to hear from you, as soon as you have received the preliminary macquette which I will send you. I know, from hearing many things about you, of the pride you will feel in the fact that you will be able to produce a book which will introduce the Brazilian fine and graphic arts to American collectors.
