Dear Mr. Portinari,

As a gesture of appreciation for the satisfaction and pleasure I derive from your paintings may I suggest that if you have not made other arrangements to see those aspects of Harlem – including Father Divine and his group – which would interest you, it would be very agreeable to me to take you there.


I consulted with Mr. Porter of the Riverside Museum as to the advisability of communicating with you and he graciously assure me that you would understand the invitation to be extended with no personal or selfish motive, also that there would be absolutely no question of furthering the acquaintance unless you so desired.


The fact of a difference in our languages should not matter a great deal since the goal of the expedition would be Harlem and Harlem speaks a language which will be full of meaning to you and which you will translate in your own way.


In the event of your interest in the prospect perhaps an English-speaking acquaintance of yours will confer with me to make the necessary arrangements. Naturally I understand that you will respond or not to this letter at your own discretion and at your own convenience any time during your stay in New York.
