Dear Mr. Portinari :


In writing to you on this occasion, I first wish to express our great pleasure for the honor and distinction we have in being chosen as your representative in America. We shall endeavor to continue the splendid work which has already been done and promote your interests to their best advantage; namely, to place your paintings in good American Collections.


It is our understanding that in all future transactions of your work in America, asof this date, we shall act as your sales representative for which we will receive a commission of 33 1/3% of the selling price. On paintings, drawings, etc., shipped from Brazil you will defray the expenses thereof as well as the framing of the same in this country, the cost of which, of course, will be kept at a minimum.


At the close of the present exhibitions of your currently touring the country (the expenses of which are being assumed by the individual exhibitors), we will keep at the gallery a representative group of your paintings. It is also our understanding that the transportation charges of the paintings to be returned to you in Brazil will be assumed by you. Meanwhile, on your return to Brazil it would be wise to ship us five or six other paintings in order that we may have them on hand.

We shall await your confirmation of this letter and look forward to a very pleasant, profitable and cordial relationship.
