The photographs of the ceramic compositions are beautiful, and the little figures which you pasted on the photos give a good sense of proportion. I hope some time to see the originals – though goodness only knows when. Of course we are wondering what colors the compositions are. Alfred Barr has seen the photos and is much interested, too. If Portinari has the studies of these, and is willing to lend them, perhaps we could make an exhibition of them.

I am sure the Chapel in Brodowski is lovely. Are the decorations in fresco as in Rio, or are they canvas?

I was in the Marie Harriman Gallery last Saturday, where there was a fine exhibition of Rouault, and Mr. Bowen told me about the pictures which you sent. He invite me to come to see them this week, and I will write you about it after I have been there. I will show him the photos of the ceramics too.

The drawings for murals are now going to the Berkshire Museum, in Pittsfield, Massachusetts, for n important Latin-American exhibition from May 17 to June 7th. The Museum’s “Morro”, “Fishermen”, montypes, lithographs, Florence Horn’s “Two Woman and Rope”, Artur Rubinstein’s portrait and two of his oils, the “Women Tilling”, “Carcass”, “Southern Cross”, “Woman and Child”, Detroit’s “Cttle”, and three pictures of Helena Rubinstei’s will be shown. Our Museum helped assemble the pictures for the exhibition and, if a catalog is published, I will ask them to send you a copy.


Do you think that you will come to New York in July, as we hoped last fall? It would be delightful to be able to look forward to seeing you soon.


I wear the figa on the lapel of my coat and am sure that it brings me good luck.
