You will be pleased to know that I am back at the Museum, though in a different job. My work for The Public Library was interesting, but when the Secretary of the Museum of Modern Art telephoned to ask if I would come to be Assistant to the Curator of Photography I found I was glad to return, so there I have been since November 1st!


Florence has moved into an apartment near mine on 48th Street, and last night she and Lotte and I dined together and went to a concert of West Indian folk music and dances at the Museum, which was lively and colorful. Later we had coffee by the skating rink in Rockefeller Center and talked and wished that you and Portinari were with us.


Please give my love to all. And let me know if there is anything I can do for you in New York.
