I understand that you are now in Washington, and I am extremely sorry for the fact that your stay in New York came at a time when I was away from this city.


I have had a letter from Senor Olympio, in which he tells me that you did not like the maquette which we prepared for his guidance, in beginning the work upon our forthcoming edition of Hans Staden. This maquette was prepared only in order to show Olympio what kind of book would be pleasing to American readers. If you did not like it, it is easy to try a new one; but, in that case, I suggest that you should make the plans yourself.


If you would like, I would be happy to put you in touch with the printer in New York who made the first maquette. I am afraid that he does not speak Portuguese; but I am sure you will be able to tell him what you want. If you are not intending to come back to New York soon, I will try to put you in touch with a printer in Washington, so that sample pages and a maquette can be prepared for you. When such sample pages and a maquette have been made to your satisfaction, we could then send them to Olympio so that he could begin his work.

In any case, I am most anxious that he should now be able to begin, and I am most anxious that you should be able to make progress with the illustrations themselves. It was very pleasing for me to have your letter, and to know that you found the book interesting and intend to enjoy the making of illustrations for it.


Will you not let me know what plan you would like to follow, and also tell me whether it is possible that you are coming back to New York so that we may meet?
