Dear Mr. Hemens,

The printing of a new book on Portinari is now being considered by the Swiss organization Les Éditions des Trois Collines.


As planned, the book will contain 126 reproductions, of which 16 in full color. There will be an study on Portinari’s art, of about 40 pages, by René Huyghe, curator of the Louvre Museum. The edition will consist of 2.000 copies in English and 3.000 copies in French, of which 160 copies “de luxe”, bearing an original colored lithograph. Of these, there will be 10 copies with an additional drawing signed by Portinari.


The sale prices for the public are estimated to be as follows: ordinary copies – 180 cruzeiros or US$ 9.00; “de luxe” copies with lithograph – 500 cruzeiros or US$ 25.00; copies with additional drawing – 800 cruzeiros or US$ 40.00.


The plan is to have all the “de luxe” copies and around 1.000 ordinary copies (French text) sold by subscription before publication, mostly in Brazil.


As you told me that the Press would like to be associated in any eventual edition on Portinari I have proposed to the Swiss editors that the Press should probably appear as the exclusive distributor of the book in the United States. A similar arrangement shall be made with a publishing house in Great Britain.


The book will be more or less as the one recently published on Leger, by the same Editions des Trois Collines, a copy of which I imagine you can easily obtain in Chicago or New York.


Please consult the Board and let me have a word from you, if possible before the 20th of this month.
